SUBJECT: Report for the October Commission Meeting 

 

 
Enforcement 

 

During the past several months the three-member enforcement panel (Mooney, LaBoy and 

Vincent) have met several times to review violations of the Maryland Gaming Law pertaining 

to underage individuals on the gaming floor or gambling.   

 

Applicable Gaming Laws  

 

SG § 9-1A-24(c), which provides: “A video lottery operation licensee shall ensure that . 

. . individuals under the age of 21 years are not allowed to play video lottery terminals 

or table games and are not allowed in areas of the video lottery facility where video 

lottery terminals or table games are located.” 

 

COMAR 36.03.07.07C, which similarly provides: “A facility operator shall not. . . 

[p]ermit an . . . individual under the age of 21 to (1) [p]lay a video lottery terminal or 

table game; or (2) [b]e in the areas of the video lottery facility where video lottery 

terminals or table games are located.” 

 

COMAR 36.03.10.15C(5), which requires an operation licensee’s security department’s 

minimum staffing plan to assess, on a per shift basis, the minimum number of on duty 

security department employees necessary to “[m]onitor the gaming floor to ensure that 

an individual under the age of 21 years is identified, prohibited from accessing the 

gaming floor in accordance with [SG] § 9-1A-24(c) . . . and, if necessary immediately 

remove from the gaming floor.”   

 

The panel took into consideration each incident’s particular circumstances before determining 

the recommended enforcement action.  The panel determined that only the incidents where an 

underage individual gained access to the gaming floor and gambled rose to the level of a 

monetary penalty.  The incidents where an individual gained access to the gaming floor and 

were discovered in a relatively short period of time by a second or third line of defense, security 



 
 
 
 

guards, other employees, Players Club or surveillance, did not rise to the level of a monetary 

penalty at this time.   

 

Once the panel determined the recommended penalty, a “Notice of Alleged Violations of 

Maryland Gaming Law” was sent to each casino.  The casinos were also notified that MLGCA 

was willing to conduct a settlement conference.  The purpose of the settlement conference is to 

determine whether a reasonable opportunity existed for a resolution of these violations prior to a 

Commission hearing.   

 

Consent Agreement 

 
Hollywood Casino Perryville 

 

On August 6, 2013, MLGCA Staff sent Hollywood Casino Perryville (“Hollywood”) a Notice 

of Alleged Violations of the Maryland Gaming Law.  On September 11, 2013 a settlement 

conference was held between MLGCA Staff and Maryland Live! Casino.  MLGCA was 

represented by John Mooney, Charles LaBoy and Jackie Vincent.  Hollywood Casino was 

represented by Steve Lambert, General Manager and John Reininger, Director of Security.  

Hollywood Casino advised how seriously it takes the issue of underage individuals and the 

steps it has taken to stop the incidents of underage in the casino.   

 

Hollywood Casino agreed with the proposed penalty for one violation and requested a reduction 

in the second violation.  The three member panel contacted Director Martino, and  it was 

determined that Hollywood Casino would be penalized $5,000 dollars for each of the two 

alleged violations of an underage individual gaining access to the gaming floor and/or 

gambling.   Hollywood Casino was advised of the proposed settlement amount of $10,000 and 

it agreed resolve the issue prior to a hearing.  On October 7, 2013 a signed consent agreement 

was received from Hollywood Casino.   

 

Hollywood Casino was advised that the executed Consent Agreement would have to be 

approved by the Maryland Lottery and Gaming Control Commission. 

 

Resolution of Alleged Violations 

 
Casino at Ocean Downs 

 

On August 6, 2013, MLGCA Staff sent Ocean Enterprise 589 (“Casino at Ocean Downs”) a 

Notice of Alleged Violations of the Maryland Gaming Law.  On August 16, 2013,  Joseph 

Cavilla, General Manager of the Casino at Ocean Downs, sent MLGCA Staff a written response 

to the Notice of Alleged Violations.  Mr. Cavilla advised that the Casino at Ocean Downs 

accepted the Director’s recommendations for resolving the alleged violations, and that it 

reserves the right to request a hearing should the Commission disagree with those 

recommendations.

On August 6, 2013, MLGCA Staff sent Rocky Gap Casino (“Rocky Gap”) a Notice of Alleged 

Violations of the Maryland Gaming Law.  On September 10, 2013, Scott Just, General Manager 

at Rocky Gap, sent a written response to the Notice of Alleged Violations.  Mr. Just advised that 

Rocky Gap accepted the Director’s recommendations for resolving the alleged violations, and 

that it reserves the right to request a hearing should the Commission disagree with those 

recommendations.
